   The Annoor Islamic School (AIS) expansion project was 

started on December 1, 2009 under the Board of 

Development (BOD). The Architecture Planning Committee 

(APC) of the BOD was formed and was assigned the 

responsibility of monitoring the development of the 

architecture and construction drawings prepared by the 

contractor, Evans Building Company of Wichita, KS. In 

addition, the construction drawings have also been 

reviewed by William E. Wolf, a consulting architect 

in collaboration with the APC. 

   The AIS Expansion project will be completed in 

three phases:  

        1A. Building Shell (building exterior) 

        1B. First Floor Finish 

        1C. Second Floor Finish 

    The first floor will have 10,530 sq. ft. and second 

floor will consist of 8,220 sq. ft. The completed 

school will have a total of 16 class rooms, a library, 

science labs, administrative offices and a media 

center.  

    With the building permit in hand, construction for 

the Annoor Islamic School Expansion project 

officially began on May 5, 2010.  The first phase of 

the project will include the outside envelope of the 

building, including the footings and foundation, first 

floor concrete floor, exterior walls, windows and the 

roof.  The first phase is expected to cost approximately 

$546,000 and scheduled to be completed by October 1, 2010.
